	RECYCLE

	REDUCE
	· Taps turn off automatically in children’s toilets.

· Automatic lights in two corridors and a number of classrooms
· Travel Plan Award 2006 (see DVD)
· Small wormery in library used to demonstrate the composting process.

· Both sides of paper are used wherever possible.

· Photocopying size is reduced to A5 wherever possible.
· Computers are turned off at lunchtime.

· Lights and projectors are turned off at lunchtime and breaks – the children in each class have been asked to monitor this to ensure their teacher remembers. 
	Reduce the amount of packaging in lunchboxes – develop awareness.


	REUSE
	· Envelopes are collected and reused in office. 
· 
	Sell old school uniform at the end of the year – can be donated to school if in good condition, sorted and resold.

	OUTDOORS
	· Spring bulbs are planted by Year 6.

· Forefield won the Garden Competition in 2006. The garden designed was then built within school grounds.

· The Quad - Well maintained outdoor pond/ picnic area.
· Raised beds and planted areas on playground have now been replanted.
·  We have received a grant for £2000 to renovate the area outside Mrs Dower’s room. 
	Find a parent or friend of the school who would be willing to run a gardening club.
Encourage more birds to the quad (a jay was spotted by Class 6M)

	OTHER
	· Each year, Year 6 creates a rainforest in the corridors and their classrooms which creates a great awareness of its significance and the plight to save it.

· Assemblies – Mrs James (Global Warming), Mrs James (Eco), Mr Naylor (Rainforest), Mr Naylor (British birds) and Miss Cain (Rainforest)

· Wide selection of nature and environmental books in library for children to read at their leisure. 

· Competitions entered, e.g. Young Engineers Competition to design a futuristic city which cares for the environment (Miss Morgan; Feb 07).
· Cross curricular work, e.g. Year 4 create data bases, part of which collates data about how much recycling is done at home. 
· There are links from our own web-site to green web-sites which may interest the children and the Eco committee now has its own section.
